Enjoy the wonders of the  
insect world. Learn the  
disguising features that make 
an insect an insect, equipped 
with butterfly nets and bug  
collecting containers, scouts 
will get an up-close look 
at the “bugs” who inhabit the 
fields and forests here at  
Baltimore Woods.  

Explore the remarkable world of 
trees. How do trees survive 
during the different seasons here 
in Central New York? Through a 
take home art project, scouts will 
discover the diversity and beauty 
of leaves.

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Learn about the adaptations birds 
have that allow them to survive in 
their environment. Equipped with 
binoculars, scouts will embark on a 
guided hike to look and listen for 
birds here at Baltimore Woods.  
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Have you ever noticed how well  
engineered a beaver's dam is? On a 
walk through the woods to Peanut 
Hill scouts will observer structures  
created by nature’s architects. At 
Peanut Hill they will create their 
own structures made out of  
natural materials.   
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Discover how to read the stories 
animals leave behind. The three P’s 
(place, pattern, and print) tell us a 
story’s setting, characters, and plot. 
On a guided hike through the 
woods, scouts will look for these 
in the snow or mud! 
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Come explore the amazing life 
of frogs. Learn about the life 
cycle of a frog and other am-
phibians. Practice basic frog 
IDs. Spend time down at 
Phillips Pond frogs in lifecycle 
stags from egg to tadpole to 
frog!  

Get an up close encounter with 
the animals that call Phillips 
Pond home. Learn about the 
features, functions and  
adaptations these creatures 
have that allow them to survive  
in the pond. 
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Explore stream ecology  
first- hand and learn how sci-
entists use the creatures that 
live in the stream to estimate 
the health of the stream. 
Through hands-on sampling 
discover whether Baltimore Brook 
is a healthy habitat or not.  
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Scouts help solve a classic case of 
predator/prey who-done-it. After a 
discussion of predator/prey 
relationships, scouts investigate a  
number of “crime scenes” set up 
with skulls, mounts, and other animal clues. 
With the help of our environmental educator 
and simple field guides, scouts identify who’s 
been eating whom at Baltimore Woods.
